Back by popular demand, 
the fairgrounds on Frederick 
Street will once again be show-
casing vehicles of all shapes 
and sizes, including police 
and paramedic vehicles, Fire 
trucks, UTV’s, race cars, farm 
vehicles and cranes.  Last year 
a tank from the Ontario Regi-
ment Museum in Oshawa was 
a fan favourite.  Youngsters 
take full advantage of the op-
portunity to get up close and 
personal with police vehicles 
and imposing equipment, 
clamouring aboard, taking the 
wheel and sounding horns and 
sirens to great delight. 

This popular, family-
friendly event is organized by 
the Millbrook/Cavan Firefight-
ers’ Association in partnership 
with the Millbrook Agricultural 
Society.  Running from 10 am 
to 3pm on Saturday, Septem-
ber 16th, the first hour of the 
show features a quiet period 
for those who prefer a peaceful 
stroll through the grounds, but 
at 11 am, the working vehicles 
will begin to make themselves 
heard, with horns and sirens 
sounded by enthusiastic visi-
tors. Admission to the event is 
by donation.

The event is supported by 
a wide range of organizations 

who provided the vehicles 
on display, including Cavan 
Monaghan Township and Fire 
Department, Peterborough 
County Roads Department, Pe-
terborough Paramedics, Squir-
rel Creek Farms, Wuis Broth-
ers, Eagleson Excavating and 
many more.   This year the 
Firefighters’ association has 
decided to dedicate the event to 
the late Captain Orville Thertell 
who was a huge supporter of 
their association and all things 
community related 

Last year, cash donations 
raised at the event totalled 
$1900.  Profit from the event is 
used to fund good causes in the 
community including helping 
families in need and organiza-
tions such as the Women’s In-
stitute, Friendship Force as well 
as maintaining the Old Fire 
Hall Museum.

Millbrook South 
Cavan Public School 
(MSCPS) will see a 
few changes next week 
when school starts. 

Marc Riopel has joined 
as Principal, taking the helm 
of a growing school that now 
has forty four staff supporting 
a school population of more 
than 500 students. For the past 
seven years, Riopel has been 
Principal at Merwin Greer 
Public School in Cobourg, 
where the academic staff of six 
could comfortably sit around 
a table for staff meetings. He 

new buildings would not be 
connected when school begins 
next week, so it will not be 
business as usual for classes in 
these portables for the first few 
days of the new school year.  

A new elementary school 
is on the horizon, but still 
probably five years away from 
opening its doors.  The site 
earmarked for the new facil-

ity is located in the Towerhill 
North subdivision on the north 
side of Fallis Line south of the 
CMCC.  School Trustee Ange-
la Lloyd advises that the board 
expects to be able to purchase 
the property shortly when they 
can begin making plans based 
on size of the population it 
will serve.  Welcome to Mill-
brook.  KG

During his twenty-six 
years in public education, Rio-
pel has developed a leadership 
style he describes as one fo-
cused on relationships. It will 
take a few weeks just to learn 
staff names and assignments 
in his new position before this 
can begin. Fortunately, Vice 
Principal Jayne Patterson who 
has been at the school for sev-
eral years, will provide valu-
able insight as a key member 
of the administrative team.

One of his first moves was 
to create an administrative hub 
of offices near the entrance of 
the school to facilitate commu-

nication and also send the mes-
sage that the group is a team. 

While he may be the team 
leader, Riopel plans to spend 
most of his time listening and 
observing as he assumes this 
new position in order to de-
velop a better understanding 
of his new school commu-
nity- inside and outside the 
building. He also has plans 
to initiate a School Improve-
ment Plan to complement the 
school board’s strategic plan-
ning goals.

Before heading down that 
path, there are a few more im-
mediate issues to address. Last 
week a new teacher vacancy 
was created due to a staff 
move, and two new portables 
were delivered, bringing the 
total on site to eight. He was 
advised that hydro for the two 
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Marc Riopel brings 26 years of experience to his new role as Principal 
at MSCPS.
